SOUNZ’s collection of New Zealand music resources is made up of a diverse selection of scores,
recordings, videos, interviews, reviews, books and other information. It represents the best of New
Zealand’s creative musical practice and is made available via SOUNZ Online. The collection allows
SOUNCZ to achieve its mission, which is to champion the music of Aotearoa New Zealand.’

SOUNZ Composers
SOUNZ’s catalogue contains the works of composers' at varying stages in their career development.

Composers interested in becoming SOUNZ composers will need to have had a minimum of three
works performed, broadcast or recorded in the last five years by an established or recognised? solo
artist, ensemble or performing organisation. If you have questions about whether or not you meet this
requirement, please contact info@sounz.org.nz.

How to become a SOUNZ composer
To be considered, please send the following to info@sounz.org.nz:

1. A biography of 300-500 words for display on the website (please include any Iwi/ tribal / nation
affiliations).

2. A current publicity photo in high resolution with any photo credits.

3. The details of at least three performances of your works in a professional context.

4. Your current artistic CV (optional)

All composers must be either New Zealand born, a New Zealand citizen, or a New Zealand resident.
The application is more likely to be successful if three separate performance occasions are listed and

at least one of them was independent of your involvement. If your work is non-scored (e.g., improvised,
electroacoustic, etc.), please provide as much supporting information as possible when you apply.

1 The word ‘composer’ refers to creators of music in either written form or performance situations and is used
throughout this document for ease of readability.

Services offered to SOUNZ composers

e Each SOUNZ composer has a profile page on www.sounz.org.nz which lists their works,
commissions, performances, films/audio, etc. and provides worldwide visibility. This page
tends to rank highly in internet searches.

e Scores are made available for sale under a non-exclusive SOUNZ Licence agreement.
Composers receive a 20% commission on sales of sheet music.

e Orchestral and choral works may be made available for hire through the library. Composers
receive a 60% commission on hire fees.

e The music in the collection is promoted to performers, teachers, broadcasters and others
through SOUNZ’s activities and projects. These include targeted repertoire advice, trade fairs,
the event calendar and promotion of the SOUNZ Online catalogue.

e For CD sales, SOUNZ sources commercial recordings directly from record labels and/or
distributors. SOUNZ will link to digital downloads where available.

¢ If not represented by a record label, distributor or self-published, SOUNZ can upload your
audio files for sale via the SOUNZ website on a non-exclusive license. Composers receive
an 80% commission on the sale of the digital audio download.

Please note: If you compose scored music and would like SOUNZ to publish your score and/or other
unpublished media (Mp3, CD, book etc) and would like SOUNZ to sell it online, you will need to sign
a separate agreement which covers the non-exclusive SOUNZ licence.

FAQs

‘Established or recognised’ performers - what does this mean?

Ideally, works in the collection should have been performed by professional musicians or performers
working in a professional context (this includes self-performed works). Groups such as auditioned
choirs or community orchestras qualify as “established”. If you aren’t sure if your works meet this
requirement, please e-mail info@sounz.org.nz.

What if my work is mainly improvised?

SOUNZ welcomes applications from composers of non-scored music. Commissions, appearances at
recognised or established festivals and events, and recommendations from other recognised artists
can support your application.

Can | withdraw my profile and works from SOUNZ?
Absolutely. You can withdraw your profile and remove your works from SOUNZ licence at any time.

Ko ta SOUNZ kohinga o nga rauemi puoro o Aotearoa, he tipakonga matahuhua o nga titonga, nga
hopuranga oro, nga ataata, nga uiui, nga arotakenga, nga pukapuka me étahi atu parongo. Koia e
whakaata ana i nga mahi puoro auaha papai katoa o Aotearoa. E taea ana hoki nga mea nei te tiki
atu i SOUNZ Online. Kei te whakatinana te kohinga nei i te whainga matua a SOUNZ ‘kia kokiritia
nga puoro o Aotearoa’.

Nga Kaitito ka Hono Mai ki a SOUNZ
Kua whakaemia e SOUNZ nga mahi a étahi kaitito® kei nga ttaoma rereké o te aramahi e haere ana.

Koinei nga paearu kia matua ekea e nga kaitito e wawata ana kia hono mai ratou ki a SOUNZ: e toru,
nui ake ranei a ratou titonga kua kawea ki te atamira, kua papahotia, kua hopukina ranei i te rima tau
ka taha, e te kaipuoro takitahi, e te kahui puoro, e te whakahaere puoro ranei kua roa e ti ana, e
mohio nuitia ana ranei. Ki te kore koe e mohio ména kua ea i a koe ténei paearu, téna whakapa mai
ki info@sounz.org.nz.

Me pehea koe e noho ai hei kaitito i raro i a SOUNZ?
E uru ai koe ki nga whiriwhiringa, tukuna mai koa nga mea e whai ake nei ki info@sounz.org.nz:

1. He haurongo mou e 300-500 kupu te roa, hei uta atu ki te pae tukutuku.

2. He whakaahua whakatairanga i a koe, he whakaahua arinui tonu no énei ra nei (me te tohu
an0 na wai te whakaahua ména e tika ana kia péra).

3. Nga korero whaiti mo étahi kawenga ngaio o 6 mahi puoro e toru neke atu ranei i te atamira

4. To tahuhu tangata (CV) mo 0 mahi auaha (ina hiahia koe ki te tapiri mai i ténei)

Katoa nga kaitito, me tangata i whanau mai ki Aotearoa, he kirirarau ranei nd Aotearoa, kua pamau
ranei te noho ki Aotearoa.

He nui ake te tipono ka manaakitia te tono ména e toru nga hikitanga motuhake o t6/0 titonga puoro,
a, ko tetahi (neke atu ranei), kaore koe i paku wahi atu ki tona hikitanga. Ména he titonga kaore i ata
tuhia rawatia (hei tauira, he mahi tene pea, he mahi orooro-hiko, he aha atu ranei), kia nui tonu nga
parongo whakamarama i te taha.

3 Ko te ‘kaitito’ i konei, he kaihanga puoro a-tuhi, ki te atamira ranei. Ka whakamabhia ténei kupu i te roanga o te tuhinga
nei i te mea he poto, he mama.
4 Kei ‘Nga patai e auau ana te puta ake’ te roanga atu o nga korero.



Nga ratonga ka tukuna ki nga kaitito o SOUNZ

e Ka takoto he wharangi whakamarama mo ia kaitito i www.sounz.org.nz. Ka whakararangihia
i reira ana titonga puoro, nga mea kua ata tonoa ia kia tito, nga kawenga i te atamira, nga
kiriata/mahinga oro, aha atu, e kitea mai ai ana titonga e te ao. He noho teitei tonu mai te
wharangi nei i roto i nga rapunga ipurangi.

o Ka whakawateahia nga titonga hei hoko i raro i tétahi kirimana Raihana SOUNZ, he kirimana
e ahei tonu ai koe te hoko ki étahi atu ina hiahia koe. Ko te tiringa ki te kaitito, ko te 20% i te
hokonga atu o nga tanga titonga puoro.

e Teéra pea ka rthitia atu nga mahi ma nga rangai puoro me nga tira waiata i te whare titonga
puoro. Ko te 60% te tiringa ki te kaitito i te rThitanga atu.

o Ka whakatairangatia nga puoro kei te kohinga nei ki te hunga tu ki te atamira, ki nga kaiako,
ki nga kaipaho me étahi atu ma roto and i nga kawenga me nga kaupapa a SOUNZ. Ko étahi
hoki o énei kaupapa, he whakamaherehere mo nga titonga katoa kei SOUNZ e watea ana, e
rite ana, he taiopenga hokohoko, te maramataka o nga hui nui, me te whakatairangatanga o
te rarangi titonga puoro a SOUNZ Online.

¢ Mo nga CD e hokona atu ana, ka kimihia e SOUNZ nga hopuranga o te ao tauhokohoko tonu
mai i nga kamupene me nga kaitoha mahi puoro. Ina taea, ka tihono atu a SOUNZ ki nga
mea e taea ana te tiki a-matihiko.

e Ména karekau he kamupene, he kaitoha ranei koia e tiaki ana i a koe, &, ména kaore koe i te
ata whakaputa i au ake mahi puoro, ma SOUNZ e uta atu 0 kdnae oro hei hoko mana ki tana
pae tukutuku, i runga ano i te raihana mahorahora. E 80% te tiringa ki te kaitito i te hokonga
atu o te konae oro matihiko.

Kupu tapiri: Ména he titonga topu tau e tito ana, &, e hiahia ana koe ma Toi te Arapuoru 10 titonga e
whakaputa (tae atu ki étahi atu mea kaore ano kia whakaputaina, hei tauira, he Mp3, he CD, he
pukapuka, he aha atu), ma Toi te Araptoru hoki e hoko mau ki te ipurangi, me matua haina e koe he
kirimana motuhake mo te raihana SOUNZ e ahei tonu ai koe te hoko ki étahi atu ina hiahia koe.

Nga patai e auau ana te puta ake

Nga kaipuoro ‘kua roa e tui ana, e mohio nuitia ana ranei’ — he aha te tikanga o ténei?

Ko te painga atu ména kua hikina nga titonga puoro o te kohinga e étahi kaipuoro ngaio, e &étahi
kaipuoro ranei e mahi ana i te horopaki ngaio (tae atu ki nga mahi ko koe tonu kei te hiki). E
whakaaetia ana he ropu “kua roa e ti ana” te tira waiata me te rangai puoro a-hapori he mea tipako
Ona huanga. Ki te kore koe e mohio pl méena kei te ekea e 0 titonga puoro ténei paearu, téna tukuna
mai he Tméra ki info@sounz.org.nz.

Ka péhea ména he mahi tene te nuinga o aku mahi?

E whakapai ana a SOUNZ i nga tono a nga kaitito kaore e tuhi rawa i a ratou titonga puoro. Ko nga
titonga ka ata tonoa kia mahia, ko nga tinga ki te atamira i nga taiopenga me nga hui kua roa e tu
ana, e mohio nuitia ana ranei, tae atu ki nga kupu taunaki a étahi atu kaipuoro e araara ana 0 ratou
ingoa, he tautoko katoa éra tu korero i t0 tono.

Ka taea nga korero moku me aku titonga puoro te tango i a SOUNZ?

Ae marika. E ahei ana koe te unu i nga korero méu me 6 mahi i te raihana a SOUNZ a te wa tonu e
hiahia ai koe ki te péra.
